Guidelines for Learn and Serve America 
Ulster County New Garden Materials Grant Program 

WHO CAN APPLY? 
Not for Profit Groups in Ulster County are eligible. This includes schools, churches, hospitals, community and neighborhood groups and other organizations who may not have 501c3 IRS exemptions, but whose interests are working with youth to create a healthy supply of food for their community. Community groups which have received LSA funding in the past are not welcome to apply for this round of funding. 

GRANT PROGRAM DESCRIPTION 
The Fall 2011 LSA Mini- Grant: New Gardens is a mini-grant award that is designed to fund youth led service-learning garden projects in Ulster County. This grant will fund materials for the construction of a new garden at your site and does not provide capital funding to the grantees. Community groups must have youth participants and are encouraged to work with nearby schools and teachers. 

The goals of the LSA mini-grant are to: 

 Promote and enable gardening within the community 

 Get kids outside, connected to the earth, and exposed to gardening 

 Provide healthy local food to people in need 

 Students and Community benefit from local partnerships 

 Promote service learning: a process of student led, curriculum driven community engagement

Upon announcement of the grant awards, each community grantee will be contacted by LSA staff. Staff will review material requests with the organization’s garden coordinator and will work with that individual to finalize a materials request list for the organization’s garden project. All materials bidding and acquisition is made by the grant coordinators and materials will be available to be picked up by December 31, 2011. Pending the satisfactory completion of all grant requirements, the materials are then the property of the organizing garden group. In the event that the requirements are not fulfilled, the materials will be redistributed to other grant applicants. 

GRANT REQUIREMENTS 

LSA Garden Materials Grant Awardees Must: 

1. Maintain email communication with Kingston LSA Garden Coordinator Julie Noble 

2. Grant coordinators will conduct at least one scheduled site visit to each awarded project, for a project review and assessment. 

3. Quantitatively measure harvest output  

4. Foster/develop/strengthen a relationship with a local demographic in need of healthy locally grown food. This group should work in collaboration with the organization throughout the project, to engage that group in planning, implementation and benefit from the garden. A quantitatively measured portion of the harvest from the garden will be donated to this community organization or group in need. 

HOW TO APPLY? 

Applications: Only applications using the GRANT APPLICATION FORM below will be considered. You can print the form and submit hand written applications or you can fill in the information requested. Applications can be mailed, faxed or scanned/emailed. 

Timeline: Projects must include a specific timeline, including when the project is expected to begin. Garden Materials Grants will be awarded in December 2011 for projects that can be constructed in Spring 2012. If it is expected that the project will continue after the project timeline identified in the grant application, please explain how the project is expected to be funded and sustained in the future. Award recipients will receive a garden equipment allocation and will work with the LSA Program Coordinator to complete all necessary reporting requirements. 

DATES AND DEADLINES 
Submission: Grant applications must be received by November 28th, 2011. Applications can be mailed to City of Kingston Parks and Recreation, Attn: Julie Noble, 467 Broadway, Kingston, NY 12401. 

Award: Applicants will be notified of grant awards by December 10, 2011 via email. Funding is made available through a Learn and Serve America Grant, sponsored by the Corporation for National Service, New York State Education Department and Kingston City Schools in partnership with SUNY Ulster, Kingston Parks and Recreation Department and the Friends of Forsyth Nature Center. 

Gardening Assistance: Community groups, who are looking for gardening guidance, please contact City of Kingston Environmental Educator/ Garden Coordinator Julie Noble who will be available to work with organizations on the gardening project. Julie will also be in contact with grantees to provide resources, materials and expertise to each grantee organization. 

Final Report: Grant recipients will be required to turn in final reports by June 15, 2012.
